Some five years or more ago, | had discussed with the Wardens the takingiofl apsabbatical
leave. While the ideas were agreed in principle, the time just never seemecheghteould take
leave of the administration of the Cathedral for four months. When it was decidedythat
retirement would happen immediately after the" &0niversary celebration, it was also decided
that the long awaited leave would take the form of a pre-retirement sabhldatics also agreed
between the Corporation and the Bishop that, because | would be substantially out ofitbe pict
from August onwards, the process of searching for the next Dean could be browghd for
allowing a head start, instead of waiting, as is the normal Anglican preceohiil the retirement of
the sitting incumbent.

The sabbatical was a wonderful way of starting my personal transitiomentegt of my life. The
theme, which | wanted to study and address, was the life of faith communitieleadrdifeligions

in secular society, and together with that, stories of the faith and doubts of mentimse
communities in our modern and post-modern world. The first three months were spent.in travel
The main focus of this was to visit, and in some cases to re-visit, countries, whicterendif

ways, were secular. Thus | spent time in Cuba (actually in May, before itial&bbatical began,
accompanied by Canon Sanchez and members of the congregation) and then Turkey, Estonia,
Finland, Sweden, France and England. | had the opportunity to witness the lifa of fait
communities and to have conversations with many different people, espe@atg any theme of
living out a religious faith in a secular society. In the case of Cuba, Turkeyamckel-the
secularism of the society is constitutional, but that certainly does not inhbyt flaith

communities of several religions in each country. Finland and England arie shifir

constitutions, countries with the establishment of a church. But this has not prevergeigitops
decline in both church going and general interest in religion and faith, espstiakythe 1960's. |
completed this travelling phase of the sabbatical with a stay of three webk&slzeological
seminary where | had prepared for ordination forty years ago.

Since returning to Canada at the end of October, | have been continuing my readasmof r
literature on the history and meaning of secularization, and on the theological resptnse
particularly in Christianity and Islam. Some of these writers speak of @&gogfar society in which
religion is making a strong return. If that is the case, | can only hope th@hfistians, it will not
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be a return like that of the Bourbon Monarchy, remembering nothing and forgettinggadthe
restoration of a morally and intellectually narrow religion is not what thé&weeds right now.

| have also, since November, been teaching my self some practical skills sueihr-site design
and video editing, since | hope that the outcome of my sabbatical studies will be adenew
commitment to working with all who are interested in struggling with faith and dowhitriworld.

| should like to continue this work by setting up an interactive website, through wihiohlé dike
to show, by gathering stories in many media formats from diverse faitimuaaities, that secularity
is different from secularism as an ideology, and far from being the antididaith and religion,
can be a fertile ground in which diverse faith groups can prosper and interact in peacetuahd m
sharing with each other and with society in general.

As | bid you farewell, | first want to thank the Corporation of the Cathedral andtigeegation for
providing me with this opportunity, which has been so fruitful for both my intellectual aritigpir
life. Then | want to thank you all for the wonderful, tumultuous, sometimes exhaustimgveut
boring eighteen years during which | have served you as Dean and Rectwivamaito thank you
for the generous farewell gift that you made to me.

Those of you who were able to be at the farewell lunch heard me say that | belteyleosts

should not haunt. This is not only a personal belief. It is the long established custorAmdgliban
Church that a former rector has no further role in the life of the community in whichshe bas
served. This enables the successor both to lead the community and to form repetiontbhihe
congregation without being inhibited by the presence of his or her predecessor. This does not of
course prevent the continuing of personal relationships and communication, providing the content
of these respects the boundary between individual friendship and the affairs of tlie churc
community.

The Cathedral played host to several exciting events throughout the year.uarffele hosted
members ofoie et Justicea Roman Catholic organization exploring the issue of the ordination of
women.

In May we made our second partnership trip to Havana, Cuba. A delegation of six Cathedra
members spent one week in Havana.

Thankfully, Dean Pitts has left us in strong, capable hands for the transition penvadCBRnon
Joyce Sanchez graciously accepted to become our Priest-in-charge &vkédaneh for our new
Dean. And we were very happy to welcome Revd Karla Holmes back to the CatBadralill be
our associate priest during the interregnum.

Corporation has changed a lot this year. | was elected as the new Peoplies, \&iad Krish

Bishop's Award

In June, the Right Revd Barry B. Clarke bestowed the Bishop's Award on Jane Aitkens in
recognition of her faithful service in the life of the Cathedral and her batitrns to the Diocese.
She was warmly applauded for this very well deserved award.

Security problems

This summer we had to take action on a problem that had been growing for some time. Every
summer, street kids descend on Montreal and camp out on our front porch, joining the hard-core
itinerants who hang out there year-round. The police requested a meeting with ustindiscgss

the matter. We found out that the situation was much worse than we'd thought. The alite tal
about drug use, drug pushing, and verbal and physical violence that was going on on our property.
The situation had become dangerous for our vergers, our parishioners, and anyone whawanted t
enter the church. We decided to institute a zero tolerance policy. We cut down the i fisirgof

the building in which people were hiding and gave the head of security at Oxford penntossall

the police if he saw any illegal activity. These simple measures hipedheelot, but we will

continue to monitor the situation closely. “No Loitering” signs will be put up in the spring.

Deanery
The Deanery is in need of substantial (and expensive) repairs, including thegsigtionework

and roof. After much discussion, we have decided to recommend to you that we sell it. ifhe prof
generated from the sale would go into a special fund dedicated to providing a howsuaged! for
the new Dean.

Associate priest position
At the end of 2009, we found out that the Diocese would be eliminating the position of Diocesan
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Chaplain starting in January 2010. Up until then, Joyce had filled that role. It wddiebal

position that blended in well with her duties as associate priest of the Cathexdsal. meant that

we only paid half of Joyce's salary. So in 2010 we find ourselves with a half-sm&ais priest. It

is very difficult to imagine how the Cathedral can function with an associas prino is only

available part-time. But on the other hand, we don't have enough money in the budget to pay for a
full-time position. We will need to discuss this further as a community.

Financial (Diana Bouchard, Rector's Warden)

As always in recent years, our financial picture is mixed. The Cathedrtawes to benefit from
certain ongoing strong revenue sources, such as the income from the officd@ealepment

($367K per year) and the revenue from a solid investment portfolio of $2.9 million. However, the
costs of operating our heritage building, funding our many worthy programs, yngd fee clergy

and staff who help make it happen continue to increase. We have also been impactisliby shi
our congregational demographics and income profile over the years.

As a result of all this, we operated in deficit once again in 2009. It is worth ndtngh, that so

far, the appreciation in our investment portfolio has covered our deficit, so our net worth has not
declined. Nonetheless, the wardens maintain their vigilance for any oppeduailimit costs or to
increase revenues.

Insurance

During 2009, all churches in the Diocese of Montreal were reassessed fontespuaposes. The
Cathedral’s annual premium increased from $14K to $29K, but the valuation covered is fow muc
more realistic ($17M instead of $5M), and we are therefore protected againkivamrating of

losses due to being underinsured.

Diocesan assessment formula

In 2010, the Diocese of Montreal transitioned from the previous two-part paristbotiotri(a

compulsory assessment and an optional mission commitment) to a single amount wbweh is
obligatory. The basis of the assessment is also now revenues instead of esgeeriehrtunately

the formula used has led to a decrease in our assessment for 2010 from $76.4K to $68.6K, a saving
of approximately $7800, but this of course cannot be guaranteed in future years.

Investments

The Cathedral investments have benefited from the improvement of the econorate ah 2009.
Portfolio returns exceeded benchmark in 2009 (19.4% versus a benchmark of 17.1%). Strong
investments in Canadian equities, which benefited from the fundamental good health of the
Canadian economy, compensated for weakness in bonds and U.S. equities.

Maintenance and repairs

The Cathedral was fortunate to have been spared major expenditures for magnaéeckrepairs in
2009. The major problem area was the washrooms in the undercroft, which experienaied repe
water infiltration, leading to extensive damage to the ceiling, tiles, anotdsx The cause was
finally identified as the unexplained disappearance of the drainage pans venecbnginally
installed in the 1980s to direct any leakage to drains. Fortunately it was aetetimt the office
tower owners were responsible for remedying the situation. [Note: the drpaagevere
reinstalled in early 2010. We continue to watch for any new leakage.]

The meditation chapel carpet was found to be mouldy after repeated watetiorijtit was
removed, the underflooring repaired, and the floor re-tiled.
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On a couple of occasions, problems have been encountered in starting the furnace on Sunday
mornings. The immediate problems have been resolved, but the situation will need to be re-
evaluated after the 2009-2010 heating season.

Grants

A grant of $42K was obtained from the Quebec Religious Heritage Foundation (QRHF) to he
fund repairs to several of our stained-glass windows. Many thanks to a geneishismearwho
made a donation of shares to the Cathedral to make this work possible. In the contextvarfikthi
the carnet de santé for the church building (an architect’s evaluation cdtinefsthe building and
any needed repairs) was updated (the previous version was dated 2005). This doceseenti&
for obtaining any further grants for maintenance and repairs, as vetl glanning and prioritizing
maintenance work.

Custodial arrangements with RBC Dexia

In an ongoing effort to reduce investment management fees, the wardens @lantdieangement

with RBC Dexia in which we were paying $8K per year for custody of sezurBBiecause the

Cathedral investments are now in a pooled fund and we no longer own securities independently, and
because most securities are now in electronic form and do not require custodyatigeraent was
terminated.

Lay Readers Canon Dr Constance Middleton-Hopk

Lay readers are commissioned by the Bishop to serve in the parish and in #geDioour parish
for the most part they read, preach, and may conduct a service of morning or everengvpea
asked by the rector.

Investment Committee Neil Matheson

1. The membership of the Committee changed during the year, with Elizabeth Riolzerts
Michael Hiles joining us, while Jane Aitkens left. The other members remanaDi
Bouchard, Duncan Shaddick, Stephen Atkinson and Neil Matheson. Philips, Hager and
North remain our investment manager, and as of February, 2010 have been for two years. A
new Dean would also become a member of the Committee.

2. The Investment Committee met three times during the course of the yearwEneno
changes to investment policy or in the choice of funds in which the Cathedral tethves

3. As the Cathedral is now invested in pooled funds, and no longer holds securities directly, it
has been decided to dispense with having a trust company for the assets, thergby savin
$8,000 per annum. Note that the securities in the pooled funds are themselves held by a trust
company on behalf of the clients of PH+N.

4. The Cathedral did not require any extra funds from its investments this year.

5. With the recovery in markets, the Cathedral funds posted strong returns both in absolute and
relative terms. Given the downdraft in 2008, the returns since we hired PH+N to rtamage
funds has been small, but better than the Cathedral’s own benchmark. Over the year, the
Cathedral’'s overall portfolio bettered the benchmark and would have ranked in the top 25%
of pooled balanced mandates in Canada. Canadian equity funds posted strong absolute
returns and matched the benchmark returns, with the rebound in financial and otrer sect
helping. Global equities were exceptionally strong, while bonds also posted rethams
driven by the gains in corporate and provincial bonds.

but would then start to show many pin-holes leaks. With inflation running at about 4.23%rper yea
over the last 48 years the replacement cost for the copper roof today would be abdlib8%2 m
dollars.

We still have the recurring problem of rusting of the steel frame for tharalmn spire and will be
inspecting it again this year. We have to realise that maintaining a buikknguis is an expensive
proposition.
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To finish on a more positive note the cathedral stonework and stained glass windmwaigse
good shape.
