These two graphics, or logos, have appeared over the years
in various forms of advertising or publicity, as well as in our Sunday
services ads in the Gazette's Saturday religion page. They were
drawn in the early 70s which means that most members of today's
Cathedral community probably do not know where they come
from. The artist was Audrey MacDermot, who from 1962 to 1973
was the Parish Secretary, or Vestry Clerk, during the tenures of
Deans Kenneth Maguire, Bill Bothwell, Barry Valentine, and Ronald
Shepherd. Audrey's skills were also seen in the imaginative
posters that announced Cathedral concerts and services. Each
one was a work of art, drawn and sometimes painted while
answering 'phone calls, door bells and doing a variety of other
office duties.

Audrey died early last summer after a long illnes, and after her
funeral on June 20th it was suggested that we present an exhibit
of some of her works.

We have contacted as many people as possible who may
have works of Audrey's, and we now have a Restrospective with
over 40 mixed media works - most from Montreal, but some also
from Ottawa, Toronto and Vancouver. A note from Wendy (Mrs
Brian) Hanna - now living in Vancouver - accompanied her portrait
sent to our Retrospective (See column to the right.).

The Retrospective opens Sunday, February 5th (the same
day as the Annual General Vestry Meeting) and will continue
through to an Open House Reception following the Sunday 10 a.m.
service on February 12th. The Hollis Lounge will be the 'Art
Gallery'. Other viewing times will be from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m.,
Monday to Friday, Feb. 6-10th. Visitors will be asked to sign a
Visitors' Book which will be presented to Audrey's sister Patricia
(Mrs Robert) Munro.

At the time of writing, works from the Hanna, Lawrence,
Pennington, Acer, Wheeler, Trent, Bothwell, Hyndman, Shaddick,
as well as otherfamilies, will be included. Everyone is invited to see
the show; and come as often as you wish.
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SOME THOUGHTS ON AUDREY MACDERMOT

[Wendy Hanna shipped her portrait by Audrey via Jennifer
Pennington with an accompanying letter, anda separate "Thoughts
on Audrey MacDermot'dated December21, '94, Horseshow Bay,
B.C. Her lhoughts' read as follows.]

Audrey was an extremely talented artist who became a
friend during our life at the Cathedral, and for that matter our life
in Montreal from 1971 to 1978.

At some point in 1973, Audrey asked me to sit for her and I
remember being highly flattered, indeed. I was 30 years of age,
and with Brian, Sebastian and Leontyne had the previous year
settled in Westmount. About this time, the Dean, Ron Shep­
herd, asked me to help Elsie Reynolds in creating a Drop-In
Centre for Seniors at the Cathedral. Incidentally, I run such a
centre here in West Vancouver now. Audrey and I had a good
laugh about the grand fur chosen for the portrait. Could there
be in the execution of the pursed lips a mild send-up? I think it
is technically an excellent portrait.

Audrey painted as well a portrait (oil again) of Glenda
Jackson as Elizabeth Ion a tea try which we still have in our
possession. This picture, set on an antique Burmese easel,
was part of a simple stage set for a memorable evening of
Elizabethan music, held as part of a Cathedral arts event. I
think this was masterminded by Michael and Rosie Cass-Beggs
and Gerald Wheeler.

I remember Brian having to wear a pair of black tights and
at very short notice practise a period dance as a stand-in for a
gentleman called Claude who became "indisposed" as a result
of a dispute with his partner in Toronto.

It was a magical evening; one of many at the Cathedral.
"Noyes' Fludd" followed with Claude Corbeille as Noah, Earl
Pennington as God and our own Sebastian as a rabbit.

I sensed Audrey was a woman of powerful spirituality as
well as one who struggled with her faith. Brian and I are very
pleased that her friends at the Cathedral have seen fit to honour
