Fortunately no
personnel were injured.”

It was not only capacity seating in the
Cathedral for the Toopes’ funeral service,
but an estimted 200 people huddled to-
gether outside on the sunny but chilly day.
Inside, ushering was very capably handled
by Cathedral personnel, and Janet King
wishes to acknowledge the help given by
Wesley Brathwaite, Lyn Ellis, Ariel
Harper, Edna-Mae and Bonnie Johnson,
Connie Middleton-Hope, David
Sanguinetti and Kenneth Watkins;
Canon Brian Evans also assisted by find-
ing places for the media reporters and
cameramen. Janet reported that one of the
mourners was surprised that there were
not more flowers. Janet then gently ex-
plained that while flowers were beautiful,
they were short lived; of far greater value
were donations to the work of the
P.W.R.D.Fund, a request made by mem-
bers of the Toope family. While saying this,
Janet handed the mourner an envelope
with “P.W.R.D.F.” printed on it.

In last month’s Script, “Finding
Snettingham™ (Vol. 223, page 4) would
have proved very difficult indeed for our
readers.
